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A Single Ticket Makes You Check Your Number
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Have you ever checked your ticket for winning numbers? If yes, you bought some lottery tickets.
No one is not interested in the winning numbers if they don’t have a ticket. This fact gives you deep
insight into your teaching; When your students have made efforts to have their own ideas (equivalent to
buying a lottery ticket), they are interested in the answer (equivalent to checking the winning numbers).
It would help if you allowed your students to try to reach their ideas before you teach something. You
may try your best to think of how to make it easier for the students to understand, but your sweat may
not be paid off if your students are not interested in the topic.
Co-teaching with JTE can be an excellent opportunity to provide a framework in which students
autonomously think and notice. It is not just about fostering students’ attitudes toward learning but also
about helping students feel the joy of learning. What students learn through their effort will stay. This
online lecture will present examples of “lottery tickets” that students surely enjoy. You do not have to
distinguish between JTE‘s and ALT’s roles. You share the same purpose, making your teaching beneficial

for your students.
