Problems such as the nature of a
word and what vocabulary learning entails, grammar structures, online speech processing,
sound discrimination, etc. will be explored from a psycholinguistic perspective with the goal
of helping AL Ts to understand the issues their Japanese learners are facing, as well as to
analyze issues AL Ts may be having in their own study of Japanese.
